Dear ladies, gentlemen and lovers of history and sport,

This exhibition, which maps the relationship between sport and our country’s
totalitarian regimes, is without question a worthwhile venture. It reminds us of more
and lesser known examples of sportspeople finding themselves in the political mill
and being either ground down or spat out. There are dozens of such cases in modern
Czechoslovak and Czech history — and it is to them that the exhibition is dedicated.

At first glance, the relationship between sport and totalitarianism appears clear;
totalitarian regimes are always glad to use any opportunity to “mobilise the masses”
through organised events such as mass gymnastics displays in our country and
above all to emphasise their own successes. Just as mass events serve to evoke

an impression of harmony between the regime and “the people”, the extraordinary
achievements of top sportspeople were also ideal propaganda material. Some
might argue that every regime pampers “its” champions. However, unlike states
that respect civic freedom in the spirit of Western traditions, political repressive
environments also demand from their sportspeople various displays of loyalty that
are hard to reconcile with sporting and in particular civic ethics. Looking for an
acceptable and defensible boundary in the context of such pressure is not easy.
However, I would be glad if the exhibition could raise these very questions. After all,
just such a search often became a turning point in the careers of the sportspeople
whose names and faces one encounters at this exhibition. Merely patting ourselves
on the back under the impression of “our” sports stars’ successes leads, I fear, to

a failure to understand the meaning of this exhibition. The relationship between
totalitarianism and sport is never black and white.

It is tricky — and, with all due respect to the defenders of Pierre de Coubertin’s ideals,
naive — to attempt to separate sport and politics. Especially so in a world in which

it is possible on one hand to invite sportspeople from around the world to popular
resorts, let them compete with the flags of different states on their chests, bathe
them in footlights and deliver this picture to the entire world while at the same
time secretly sending to neighbouring resorts your own soldiers without insignia in
order to cut off part of the territory of another state — whether it is in Transnistria,
Abkhazia, South Ossetia, Crimea... just to mention the territories nearest to us. It
is sad that one writes these lines exactly 100 years from the moment when belief
in progress, technology and reason led not to efforts to raise the living standards of
the poorest but to the slaughter of trench warfare. From it emerged the totalitarian
systems whose pressure had to be withstood by the population of the Czech lands,
our grandparents, our parents, ourselves, and also the heroes of this exhibition.

Let us trust that those who are today discovering their own sporting talents will
never be exposed to similar pressures.

Fair play is an indispensible part of sport. It is the basis of the Olympic
ideal and one of its key messages. In order for us to spread that ideal and
develop sport, it is necessary to be fair both on and off the field; we must,
for instance, be capable of coming to terms fairly with what happened in
the past.

We live in the second decade of the 215t century. With the passing of time,
events that only recently evoked strong emotions increasingly become
historical facts. Therefore we can today allow ourselves to assess without
rancour what occurred in our country in the second half of the 20t century.
Unemotionally but justly. We have to find the courage to say out loud what
was correct, what was wrong, and what was a downright dirty trick.

I'm not talking about a buck-passing settling of accounts. After all, many
of those who in the past determined the fates of the people of this country
are no longer with us. But we have to state unambiguously what the role
of sport was in the previous era: who became involved with the regime
and who was in opposition. What it meant and how some benefited and
some lost out.

We cannot continue to keep our eyes closed and pretend that sport was
unaffected by the totalitarian regime. That it was apolitical when for 40
years absolutely everything in this country was under the control of the
regime.

If we cannot close this dark chapter we cannot carry on in peace. If we
cannot come to terms with the past, it will come back to remind us at the
least opportune moment.

But this does not concern sport alone. A quarter of a century after the
Velvet Revolution, Czech society has not managed to come to terms with
the Communist past either. It would be wonderful if sport could become an
example.

This was the aim of a team of experts from the Czech Olympic Committee
and the Institute for the Study of the Totalitarian Regimes and others who
have attempted to show sport as it really was in the previous era. Fairly
and without embellishment. It has been enormously inspiring to follow
their immense efforts, the results of which you too can now get to know.
I would like to thank them for many months of work.

Dear readers,

You have just opened the catalogue of an exhibition you have had the chance
to view in the historic venue of Prague’s Old Town Hall. Its subject is the
relationship between sport and politics in this part of the world in times

that cannot be described as free or democratic. It offers the opportunity to
undertake an unusual journey into the past in which you will learn about the
development of the Czech and Czechoslovak Olympic movement, various
physical training organisations and, above all, those who achieved true mastery
in different branches of sport. In many cases these were figures whose renown
transcended sports stadiums. This meant they found themselves facing very
high demands from all sides. It was not enough to “just” put in a sporting
performance in their battle to win a medal; they also had to stand up as
citizens. In the harsh period of the Nazi occupation and during the subsequent
Communist regime, their brave stances on public matters often had as

much impact as their sporting successes, if hot more. Their actions spelled
encouragement for their fellow citizens and boosted the general confidence

of the nation during bleak periods. Among Czech sportspeople we can find
many examples of civic courage, genuine heroes and victims of both of the last
century’s totalitarian regimes. We ought to be aware of them, and it is a good
thing that adequate space is being devoted to them in this work.

Sporting events have always aroused enormous interest on the part of
politicians. That interest tended to be particularly great in regimes that
repressed democratic values and basic human rights. For them, sport served
as a means of controlling society. Successes in the sporting arena were used
as propaganda legitimising a given political system and reinforcing the position
of a particular ruler. Incidentally, even today we don’t have to look far to find
examples of political use or even pure abuse of sporting and Olympic ideals.
Events surrounding this year’s Winter Olympics were,

I believe, a telling example.

In conclusion, allow me to express my pleasure in the fact that the Institute for
the Study of Totalitarian Regimes has through this project broadened its range
of activities to include cooperation with the Czech Olympic Committee, which
was supported by the National Muzeum, the City of Prague and Post Bellum.
Heartfelt thanks thus belongs to representatives of those bodies, in particular
the people behind the whole exhibition and its accompanying catalogue, which,
I firmly believe, will leave you with both pleasant memories of the event and
also understanding in the spirit of the words of the founder of the modern
Olympics, Baron Pierre de Coubertin: “The important thing in life is not victory
but combat; it is not to have vanquished but to have fought well.”

On October 14, 1938 physical
education organizations jointly
established the Confederation of

Civil Emergency with the Scouts.
Government proposals to unify
domestic sports from the end of 1938,
as well as a proposal for a single
physical education organization of the
(Nazi) National Union after March 15,
1939, were never put into practice.

German Reich sports leader with
representatives of Czech sports in
March and April 1939, a Report on
the Organization of Sporting Life

in the Protectorate of Bohemia and
Moravia was adopted. It distinguished
between the nationalistically-oriented
Sokol organisation and apolitical
federations, and encouraged the
existence of Czech sport as a “valve
for national sentiment” that would
distract the public from political
events. It was also recommended
that sports events take place between
Czechs and Germans. However,
football and ice hockey matches in
particular became the focus of anti-
German demonstrations. The German
authorities therefore banned Czech
athletes from all international contact
and began to monitor the activities

of the Czech Sports Federation.
Nevertheless, Protectorate football
and ice hockey teams still played a
number of international matches in
1939 and 1940. Other international
sporting events, including the
Olympic Games, did not take place.

However, following the death of Jifi
Guth-Jarkovsky and under threat of
persecution and the seizure of its
property the CSOV (referred to from
October 1939 as the National Olympic
Committee of Bohemia and Moravia)
“voluntarily” dissolved itself on 29
April, 1943 and transferred its assets
to the CVWV.

The German authorities made efforts
in 1942 to create a unified sports
education system in the Nazi spirit
and focused in particular on Czech
youth. After the abolition of the Sokol
Union (1941) and Czechoslovak Eagle
(1942), only one sports organization
remained: the Union of Workers’
Physical Education Association (until
1944). In 1942, its local branches
acceded to the official Protectorate
organization the Board of Trustees for
the Education of Youth in Bohemia
and Moravia (the Kuratorium), which
aimed at developing the sports
activities and military prowess of

the young in the Nazi spirit. There
were also sports clubs and sports
federations in the Protectorate that
focused on specific sporting activities
(e.g., the Czech Football Association,
the Czech Hikers Club, the Canoeing
Union). All of these created a basis
for the operation of professional

and amateur sports, as well as for
youth sports. Jews were completely
excluded from sport and physical
education; the only opportunity for
Jewish people to participate in sport
in the Protectorate was in the football
league at Terezin ghetto.

Many members of physical education,
sports and Scouts organizations
participated in the domestic and
foreign anti-Nazi resistance in 1939-
1945. Members of the Federation of
Proletarian Physical Education were
mainly active in the Communist
resistance. Karel Aksamit, chairman
of the said federation from 1936, was
a member of the third illegal Central
Committee of the Communist Party;
he shot himself as he was being
arrested by the Gestapo in June
1944. Jozka Jablrkova, a journalist
and activist in the federation, was
tortured to death in July 1942 at
Ravensbrick concentration camp.
Athlete and Czech Olympian Evzen
Rosicky was executed by firing squad
in June 1942 for working with a
resistance organization at the Kobylisy
shooting range. Other athletes were
imprisoned and persecuted for their
ethnic backgrounds. Slavia Prague FC
striker Cestmir Vycpalek was interned
at Dachau concentration camp while a
member of the Czechoslovak Olympic
water polo team, Kurt Epstein, was
sent to the Terezin ghetto because of
his Jewish origin; he was then sent
to Auschwitz and became the only
member of his family to survive the
Holocaust.

Members of the Union of Workers’
Physical Education Associations were
also involved in the resistance as

the organisation was not abolished
during the Protectorate and did not
cease to exist until 1944. The Sokols
closely co-operated with domestic non-
Communist resistance organizations,
though their activities came to an

end in April 1941 and the union was
dissolved in October of the same year.
The Sokol resistance was led by the

organisation’s own Revolutionary
Council headed by the chief of the
Czechoslovak Sokol Union, Augustin
Pechlat, who was executed at Prague’s
Ruzyné prison on September 30,
1941. The resistance of the Sokols was
spearheaded by an organization called
Jindra, whose members significantly
contributed to the assassination

of Reinhard Heydrich on the May

27, 1942. The Sokol resistance did

not survive the period surrounding
Heydrich’s assassination and ceased to
exist after 1942. During the occupation
about 11,611 members of Sokol were
arrested, of which 3,888 were tortured
and executed by the Nazis. The mayor
of the Czechoslovak Sokol Union,
Stanislav Bukovsky, was tortured to
death in Auschwitz in 1942. Members
of Czechoslovak Eagle were also in the
resistance, led by their commander
Vojtéch Jilek. Their activities came to
an end in November 1941 in Moravia
and at the end of September 1942 in
Bohemia. Czechoslovak paratroopers
Josef Bublik and Jan Kubis, who took
part in the assassination of Reinhard
Heydrich, were also members of
Eagle. The anti-Nazi attitude of sports
federations and scout clubs led to

the dissolution of the main Scouts
organisation Junak in 1940.

Members of physical education
organizations also fought in foreign
armies. Sokol members First
Lieutenant Otakar Jaros, Lieutenant
Richard Tesafik and Lieutenant Antonin
Sochor received the Hero of the Soviet
Union decoration. Sokols and other
members of sports federations were
also present at the Battle of Britain,

in the defence of Tobruk and at the
landing of Allied forces in Normandy in
1944,

During World War II a new form of
organization of physical education
and sports in free Czechoslovakia
was discussed in domestic and
above all foreign resistance
circles. A tendency towards unity
was promoted, such as in the
labour and youth movements, or
in the search for a new form of
political system. The main force
of unification was the Communist
Party.

The unification of physical
education and sports based

on an organic principle, i.e.,

the establishment of a central
institution that all clubs and
organizations would be subject
to, was the main message of the
proclamation of representatives
of the Czechoslovak Sokol Union
(C0OS), the Czechoslovak All-
Sports Committee, the Federation
of Proletarian Physical Education,
Jundk and DTJ on May 5, 1945.
Four days later, the Central
National Committee for Physical
Training was established; aimed
at to putting such unification into
practice, it was headed by Antonin
Hrebik, mayor of the Sokols.

However, when a constituent
congress of the new unified
physical education and sports
organization was convened in
September 1945, representatives
of Eagle and the Czechoslovak
Football Association (and after

a short hesitation also of the
Czechoslovak Sokol Union and
the DTJ) opposed the proposal
categorically. They were later
joined by the Czechoslovak Hiking
Club and Slovak organisations. The

result of this opposition against
the totalitarian approach was the
constitution of the Czechoslovak
Physical Education Association in
the autumn of 1946, again with
Antonin Hrebik as chairman. The
main goal of the new association
was a process of unification based
on the federal principle in which
individual subjects should retain a
considerable degree of autonomy.

Events took a sharp turn

after February 25, 1948. The
Communists implemented major
changes to the organization of
Czechoslovak physical education,
practically unopposed. As early
as on February 27, the Bureau
of the Central Action Committee
of the National Front decided
that the only physical education
organization would be Sokol and
that all other physical education,
sports and tourist associations,
as well as societies and clubs,
would be absorbed into the
Union, including their assets and
membership. Action Committees
were established, ranging from
central organizations to clubs and
federations.

The unification of Czechoslovak
physical education and sports was
officially announced on March 31,
1948. The Communists capitalised
on the popularity of the Sokols and
the Czechoslovak Sokol Union thus
became the only physical education
organization.

Sokol Festivals have always been
the climax of Sokol exercises and
a form of presentation which the
general public is most curious
about. So it was also in 1948,
when the 11th Sokol Festival was
to be held after an interruption
caused by World War II and

the training sessions took place

in difficult conditions of post-

war reconstruction and political
struggles over the future character
of the Czechoslovak Republic. The
success of the festival was thus
of especial importance to all the
members of the Czechoslovak
Sokol Union.

Quite paradoxically, the success of
this Sokol Festival also mattered
to the Communist Party, still
intoxicated by the freshly usurped
monopoly of political power.

The new parliament had elected
Klement Gottwald President

of Czechoslovakia. Gottwald
expected that the Festival would
bring a clear confirmation that

the Communists had everything
under control and at least reserved
manifestations of loyalty from the
Sokols.

However, the then mood within
the Sokol movement was most
accurately captured by Chief

of the Sokol women, Marie
Provaznikova: “No festival had
ever been prepared with so much
love and sacrifice as that one.
The enthusiasm faded after the
February coup and the abdication
of President Benes. Did it still make
sense to organize the Festival?
Because it was clear after only a
few days of the new government

that the end of Sokol was at hand...
and yet we decided to go on!”
118,000 performers could be seen
on the field of the Masaryk State
Stadium in Strahov every day,
watched by 200,000 spectators.
The Festival lived up to the general
expectations and presented great
skills of the Sokol clubs.

The last day saw the final parade:
75,000 Sokols, 9,000 guests and
933 riders on horseback marching
through Prague. After all the
peaceful exercises, however, it
was also the communist regime
that had to prepare for this event.
Anticipating protests against the
adoption of a new constitution
and against the resignation

of President Benes, the state
deployed thousands of uniformed
and undercover police officers and
organized agitators whose task was
to chant pro-communist slogans;
but none of that helped.

The procession was a decent,

but still resolute demonstration
against the rising Communist
totalitarianism. The Sokols cheered
for Benes, chanting ‘we shan't be
told who to love’ and then they
passed the stand where all the
communist bosses headed by
Klement Gottwald were sitting

in dead silence with their faces
turned away. Revenge followed
immediately. By the end of
November 1948, 11,000 Sokols
were expelled -mostly union,
county and club officials. A lot of
them also lost their jobs or ended
up facing communist justice, which
often resulted in many years of
imprisonment in fabricated trials.

The communist regime used
athletes as a tool and symbol for
measuring its strength with the
West. Their achievements, which
the regime liked to boast, were
supposed to help convince the
whole world which social order
is in fact the most innovative
and advanced. Everything was
planned, scheduled and when
the expected success was not
achieved, punishment followed;
the Communist Party would
always find a whip.

When the world champions in ice-
hockey did not manage to defend
their title, they were sent to
prison where they spent several
years in harsh conditions in Bory
or in Jachymov uranium mines.
Such a cruel blow represented

a warning that no-one is
untouchable. Unified physical
education was based on Soviet
guidelines and certain sports
such as tennis, horse riding or
golf were identified as bourgeois
activities. Nobody was allowed
to stand out from the crowd.
Sports stars, such as footballer
Josef Bican, were of no use to
the Communist regime at all.
They were reviled, experienced
countless slights and often ended
up working with pick-axes and
shovels. Sporting competitions
were being turned upside down,
because the results mattered

no longer — unlike ideological-
political criteria. The 1960s saw
a gradual release of the tension,
but the threat that any athlete
might easily find himself or
herself in the doghouse was still
imminent.

After the Soviet occupation in
1968, all athletes who supported
the Prague Spring uprising were
severely affected; including the
famous gymnast and the most
successful Czech female athlete
of all time, Véra Céaslavska, and
the quadruple Olympic champion
and world record holder Emil
Zatopek, who was forced to dig
wells for the following six years.
Emigration of athletes was still a
pressing problem. All European
football champions from 1976, who
several top clubs were most keen
on signing, had to stay at home.
Various communist officials kept
intervening in sporting affairs,
ordering and controlling binding
party resolutions. Top performance
sports became increasingly
professionalised, although the
regime would officially deny it.

A wide range of prohibitions

and restrictions therefore kept
accompanying Czechoslovak
athletes until November 1989.

In the days of communism, they
were the darlings of the nation.
They had been victorious in

sports arenas in the colours of
Czechoslovakia, but then they
decided to leave the ‘camp of
peace and socialism’ and live in
the West. They were brought to
the pillory for this unforgivable
‘treason’ and shamed in the media.
Then the water closed over them.
All the athletes who so ‘shamefully’
left the country got blacklisted. The
regime decided to erase them from
history and they often could not be
mentioned even in result lists.

After February 1948, several sports
stars left all their possessions at
home and their loved ones at risk.
Josef Malecek, the First Republic’s
ice-hockey legend, immigrated

to Switzerland using a Peruvian
passport, where he tried to create
an exile national team. Swimmers
and canoeists did not return

from the 1948 Olympic Games

in London, which were still badly
marked by the aftermath of the
war. Ice-hockey world champion
and tennis player Jaroslav Drobny
emigrated in the summer of 1949,
with a few dollars in his pocket
and two suitcases. Five years
later, he won the men’s singles
title in Wimbledon for Egypt. Alena
Vrzanova, who was a two-fold
figure skating world champion, did
not return from the championship
in London in 1950. She applied
for political asylum and went to
the USA. It took Czechoslovak
athletes several weeks to return
from the 1956 Olympic Games

in Melbourne. After the events in
Hungary, the regime was afraid of

mass emigration and the Olympic
team therefore did not go home by
plane, but on a Soviet ship from
which there was no escape.

The individual fates of Czech sports
emigrants are most colourful. It
was not only top athletes who had
fled the country, but also young
talented people and countless
others. Some met with great
success, some were less fortunate.
All of them, however, took a step
into the unknown, because they
wanted to live according to their
own rules. They had lost their
home, but found a free world of
sports.

After the unification of physical
education (PE) and sports in March
1948, the following almost ten
years was a period of groping in
the dark, of contemplating how this
particular area of human activity
should be organized in the commu-
nist regime and to what extent the
traditional ways combined with the
experience of the Stalinist Soviet
Union should be deployed.

March 1948

The Czechoslovak Sokol Union
represents the central organization,
which creates sections of individual
sports federations and PE
organizations, focussing mainly

on the purification of the sports
movement and its mass character
(Tyrs fitness badge).

July 1949

The State Agency of Physical
Education and Sports takes over
the management at the national
level, i.e. mainly ideological issues,
as well as methodological, medical,
organizational and economic
matters, personnel education and
the construction of sports facilities;
physical education and sports
activities as such are still looked
after by the Czechoslovak Sokol
Union.

December 1952

The State Committee for

Physical Education and

Sports annuls the existing two-

track management of physical

education and sports; it is based
on the Soviet system of sports
governance, i.e. divided into
working sections:

a) Central Council of Trade Unions -
9 voluntary sports organizations
based on the occupation of
its members (Banik, Dynamo,

Jiskra, Lokomotiva, Slavia,
Slavoj, Slovan, Spartak, Tatran)

b) Ministry of Education — school
PE clubs

March 1957

In the spring of 1942, a fateful
meeting between Jan Haluza
(1914-2011), a successful runner
and holder of several Czech cross-
country running records, and

Emil Zatopek (1922-2000) took
place. Haluza became Zatopek’s
mentor and coach, but after 1948
they went separate ways. At the
end of that year Haluza became
one of the first political prisoners
and was sentenced to six years of
imprisonment having been tortured
in an inhumane manner. When he
was released from prison in 1954,
he was forced to manual labour
and it was not until the 1960s

that he could at last return to his
legal career. Emil Zatopek had no
coach in his life besides Haluza.

He became a four-time Olympic
champion (London 1948 - 10,000
meters; Helsinki 1952 - 10,000
meters, 5,000 meters and the
marathon race), he was second at
the 1948 Olympic Games in London
in 5,000 meters, as well as a three-
fold European champion (Bern
1950 in 5,000 and 10,000 meters;
1954 in 10,000 meters). In five
years he broke eighteen world
records. In the years of 1949, 1951
and 1952, he was proclaimed the
best athlete of the world.

In 1997, Zatopek became the best
Czech athlete of the 20th century
and two years later the best Czech
Olympic participant in history. As
the first Czechoslovak athlete he
was also given Pierre de Coubertin
Award by UNESCO's International
Committee for Fair Play in 1975
and in 1989 the International
Olympic Committee awarded

him with its silver Olympic Order.

The best part of Zatopek career
coincided with the worst years of
the communist regime, which loved
to boast his accomplishments as
proof of advancement of socialistic
sports. As a top athlete, public
figure and a Czechoslovak army
officer, Zatopek could not stand
aside completely, even though he
obviously did his best to do so,
trying to concentrate on running
only. Like with many others, it is
also his signature that appears
under the application letter asking
for the death penalty for Milada
Hordkova. However, two years
later, he bravely defended a
promising young athlete Stanislav
Jungwirt, who was not allowed to
take part in the upcoming Olympic
Games due to his father. Zatopek
made a similar public appearance
again in 1968, for which he paid
by losing his job and by having to
completely disappear from public
life for many years to come.

After World War II, the
Czechoslovak Olympic Committee
(CSOV) was restored as early as on
the 15th of May, 1945, with Josef
Gruss as its President again. He
had to cope with several problems,
such as with the position of the
Slovaks, who were still declaring
their support for the Slovak
Olympic Committee existing since
1939, or with the unification of the
Czechoslovak physical education.
The former problem was solved

in the summer of 1947, when

the CSov managed to enforce

the principle of ‘one country, one
National Olympic Committee.

As far as the latter difficulty was
concerned, the CSOV called for
unification as early as in May
1945, but required for itself, with
regard to the Olympic Charter,

a standalone position outside

a single organization. This was

not implemented until December
1951, when it became a ‘mere
special committee’ of a single
physical education organization
and remained in this position until
December 1989.

After the success at the 1952
Olympiad in Helsinki, where
athletes Dana and Emil Zatopek,
canoeists, rowers and several
others achieved great results, and
after the Soviet Union’s step onto
the Olympic ground at the very
same place, the Czechoslovak
communists sought to use sports
and the Olympic Games as a
means of promoting their regime.
Paradoxically, the beginning of
the 1950s was a time when the
Czechoslovak Olympic movement
was in deep crisis.

In February 1995, however, new
President Vaclav Pleskot greatly
contributed to the restoration

of the Czechoslovak Olympic
Committee and as the head of

a single organization of physical
education; he was at the same
time also present at the beginning
of the ambivalence of the highest
authority within the Czechoslovak
Olympic and physical education
movements, which lasted until
December 1989. Although the
Czechoslovak Union of Physical
Education (CSTV) had a decisive
word in all Olympic matters, the
1960s saw a re-development of the
Czechoslovak Olympic movement.
It was also thanks to the success
of Czechoslovak athletes, especially
those of gymnast Véra Caslavska.

In 1968, the then President of
€SOV and CSTV, Emanuel Bosék,
came up with Prague’s candidacy
to host the XXII Olympiad in

1980. His proposal met with a
very favourable response of the
Czechoslovak general public and
Bosak was even supported by the
then government and Dubcek’s
leadership of the Communist Party.
People even started a public money
collection for the Games, being
inspired by a similar historical
event preceding the construction
of the National Theatre. In

August 1968, however, Prague

and Czechoslovakia were flooded
by tanks of the Warsaw Pact

and all Olympic plans were thus
dashed, but Czechoslovak athletes
represented their country at the
XIX Olympiad in Mexico under such
difficult political circumstances in a
magnificent manner.

Emanuel Bosak (1924-2011)

po studiu télesné vychovy na
Univerzité Karlové pracoval

v riiznych funkcich ve Statnim
vyboru pro télesnou vychovu
asportav Ceskoslovenském svazu
télesné vychovy (CSTV). UGl rovnéz
na Fakulté télesné vychovy a sportu
Univerzity Karlovy. V letech
1967-1970 stal jako predseda

v &ele CSTV a zaroveri i CSOV. Za
jeho predsednictvi v SOV byly
podrobné rozpracovany plany na
usporadani XXII. olympijskych her
1980 v-Praze. Nasledna normalizace
vsak jejich piipravu znemoznila

a hry se uskutecnily v Moskvé. Kdyz
po federalizaci Ceskoslovenska
vzniklo v lednu 1969 ministerstvo
pro mladez a-télesnou vychovu
Ceskeé republiky, stal se prozatim
jedinym ministrem sportu;
ministerstvo vSak bylo po roce
existence zruseno. Byl iniciatorem a
spoluzakladatelem fady popularnich
masovych akci, jako byl napfiklad
zavod hlidek Po hiebenech Krkonos.

Antonin Himl (1933-1988) hral

Stal se jeho predsedou a tim
i predsedou CSOV. Své postaveni
si jesté upevnil, kdyZ byl v dubnu
1976 jmenovan ¢lenem ustfedniho
vyboru KSC.

Velkou skvrnou na Himlové
plsobeni v ¢ele CSOV zlstanou dvé
zalezitosti. Tou prvni bylo, Ze s jeho
souhlasem zacalo byt uplatfiovéano

The most prominent Presidents of
the CSOV were certainly Emanuel
Bosak and Antonin Himl.

Emanuel Bosak (1924-2011)
After his studies of Physical
Education at Charles University,
he worked in various positions for
the State Committee for Physical
Education and Sports and in the
Czechoslovak Union of Physical
Education. He was also a teacher.
In 1967-1970 he was the head

of CSTV and also President of the
Czechoslovak Olympic Committee.
It was during his presidency when
detailed plans to organize the
XXII Olympiad in Prague were
created. Subsequent normalization,
however, prevented such plans
from being realized and the
Games were held in Moscow. In
1969, after the federalization of
Czechoslovakia, he became the
only Sports Minister ever. He

was the initiator and co-founder
of various popular mass events,
such as the race of ten-membered
patrols called Along the Ridges of
the Giant Mountains. As an active
athlete he participated in these
events himself, he was especially
fond of the November running race
Velka Kunraticka.

Antonin Himl (1933-1988)
Although he played handball in

his youth, he spent most of his
career as a functionary in the
youth movement. In 1972, he was
entrusted by the Communist Party
with normalizing the Czechoslovak
Union of Physical Education. He
became its Chairman and also
President of the Czechoslovak
Olympic Committee. Himl was
originally scornful of the Olympic
movement, but his relationship

to it partially changed after the
IOC meeting in Prague in June
1977, at which he was for 4 years
elected Vice-Chairman of the
Association of NOCs and a member
of a tripartite committee, in which
representatives of the IOC, NOCs
and Sports Federations were to
tackle the problems of the Olympic
and sports movements.

After the election of Juan Antonio
Samaranch President of the IOC

in 1980, Himl was commissioned
to set up the I0C’s Sport for All
Commission. However, there will
always be two major stains on
Himl’s reputation. The first one
being that it was with his consent
when controlled administration

of doping substances for athletes
began to be applied, although
doping had formally been
condemned and banned altogether.
The second stain was the rejection
of Czechoslovak participation in
the XXIII Olympic Games in Los
Angeles in May 1984, as Himl
readily yielded to the pressure
from the leaders of the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union.

The Czechoslovak Olympic
Committee ‘completely backed

the principle of full and active
support for the consolidation of
our society’ with its declaration
from the 17th of April, 1969, on
the day when Alexander Dubcek
was replaced in the leadership of
the Communist Party by Gustav
Husak. In July 1970, federalization
reached also the Czechoslovak
Olympic Committee, when Slovak
Richard Nejezchleb became its
President. He soon left the post,
however, to become a member of
the Federal Assembly, so in March
1972 he was replaced by the main
representative of the normalization
Czechoslovak sport, Antonin Himl.

Czechoslovakia withdrew
Prague’s candidacy to host the
XXII Olympics in 1980 in favour
of Moscow, but started being
interested in hosting the Winter
Olympic Games in 1984, offering
the High Tatras for the event.
Nevertheless, after a number of
expert analyses, the idea was
relinquished altogether in October
1977.

In the 1970s, the sports
movement, which was the most
visible and effective representation
of the regime, began to appeal
also to the Communist Party and
state authorities. In 1973, they
approved a system of professional
sports. They also made a decision
concerning ‘the use of modern
scientific knowledge and the
application of modern training
methods’, during which also well-
controlled administration of doping
substances to athletes started to

take roots, although doping had
been formally condemned and
banned altogether.

In June 1977, the 79th I0C
Congress took place in Prague,
during which the Czechoslovak
Union of Physical Education was
awarded with the Olympic Cup for
organizing Spartakiads.

The regular organization of
Spartakiads was also the reason
why IOC President Juan Antonio
Samaranch entrusted Antonin
Himl with creating a programme
for a new IOC commission called
Sports for All and thus opened a
path for him to senior posts in the
international Olympic movement.
XXIII Olympic Games in 1984 in
Los Angeles were now at hand and
after the boycott of the Moscow
Games by the U.S.A., revenge
was expected from the Soviet bloc
countries; and it happened indeed.
The official reason, however, was
protection of athletes against the
contaminated environment out of
fear for their safety. The shameful
decision badly affected a large
number of athletes who were in
their heyday back then.

In January 1988, Antonin

Himl unexpectedly died and
Czechoslovak sports and the
Czechoslovak Olympic Committee
had to find a new leader -

Jindfich Polednik. In the spirit of
the dominating ‘perestroika’, he
openly opposed any use of doping
substances in sports and promoted
organizational independence of the
Czechoslovak Olympic Committee.

The first national Spartakiad in
1955 represented the biggest
political ritual in the history of the
communist regime and aimed to
overcome the level and extent of
Sokol Festivals. Its name referred
to the tradition of the inter-war
communist physical education,
whose first event was the Maniny
Spartakiad in 1921. The vast
majority of the organizers of the
1stSpartakiad, however, did not
come from the ranks of communist
physical educationists, but from
the former Sokol members. It

was especially a former Sokol
functionary and organizer of the
XI Sokol Festival from 1948,
Jaroslav Sterc, who by the end of
1953 created a working draft of the
event. There was a strong desire
to revive the tradition of Sokol
Festivals among the former Sokol
functionaries, which after the death
of Gottwald met with a positive
response in political leadership.
The ideological vacuum that
emerged after Gottwald’s death
had to be substituted with another
integrating element, which was

to be a self-admiring celebration
of the working people in the form
of synchronized movements of
masses of exercisers.

The major part of the Spartakiad
programme was represented

by traditional floor exercises

of the Sokols. However, all
ideologically exposed moments
such as openings and endings
of compositions and programme
units, were performed in the
spirit of socialist realism and
contemporary Soviet ritual
practice; e.g. in the opening of

the Youth Day there were 40,000
exercisers on the field and their
bodies formed a huge sign ‘CSR-
USSR, 1945-1955’ (the height

of this *human’ letter was 18.5

m, width 15 m and depth 3.7

m). The actual movement of
exercisers often represented a
symbolic meaning rather than
being of purely physiological
nature, such as portrayals of
manual labour, military training
and, quite paradoxically, also
depictions of sporting activities.
The most famous example was a
composition performed by Labour
Reserves called A New Shift
Coming, the co-author of which
was Jozka Saréeova, a significant
representative of the interwar
avant-garde movement. At the end
of this particular piece, exercisers
dressed in blue and with bars in
their hands formed ten smaller
cogs on the field with one big cog
in the middle, and due to their
slow but constant running, the
cogs seemed to be rotating. The
overall picture was complemented
by junior female exercisers in white
skirts and blouses wearing yellow
scarves, who by forming well-
balanced rows and repeated sitting
and standing up represented rolling
fields of wheat.

programmes, during which
exercisers performed 14
compositions. The Spartakiad
programme was based on a ‘happy
family’ theme, in which dance
performances of junior women
and adult women contrasted with
most demanding and dynamic
performances of soldiers. The
picture was complemented by
playful performances of the
youngest pupils. An innovative
feature of these three Spartakiads
was a performance for parents
with 3 to 5 year old children,
which was previously perceived

as unsuitable due to non-work
related connotations. Normalization
Spartakiads refrained from explicit
political symbols and strove for

a consensual and aesthetically
impressive spectacle. Explicit
political symbols were almost
exclusively confined to opening
and closing ceremonies, in which
exercisers formed a five-pointed
star (1975) and the Olympic Rings
(1980) over the entire field of the
Strahov Stadium.

The retreat of ideology in
normalization Spartakiads created
a special type of dialogue in
which the Communist Party, still
having all the power in its hands,
of course, tried to find some
common ground with the helpless
silent majority - which, however,
and therein lied the paradox of
this dialogue, usually had the

last word. Through this trial and
error method, the Communist

elements would ‘work’ and

which would be rejected by the
consumers of the ritual altogether.
The history of the Spartakiads
can therefore be also described

as a history of gradual elimination
of all spurious ideological and
symbolic elements leading up to

a final consensual celebration of
the beauty of the human body
and movement. A traditional part
of all three Spartakiads before
1968 was for instance the flying
the Czechoslovak and Soviet flag,
accompanied by singing both
countries’ national anthems. In the
1975 Spartakiad, the Soviet flag
was replaced by a symbolic red
flag and as it had no anthem to
go with it, this action also solved
the problem of how (during live TV
broadcast) the spectators in the
stands might or might not react.

Physical training has been part

of military service for centuries.
However, combining the army and
elite sports started only in June
1919, when the so called Pershing
Olympic Games were held in Paris

- their purpose was to fill soldiers’
time before demobilization. For
similar reasons, the Championship
of Allied Armies was organized in
Berlin in the summer of 1946, in
which only one Czechoslovak athlete
took part - Emil Zatopek. The Berlin
competition represented an impulse
for the Ministry of Defence to
address the issue of top performance
sports of soldiers. Military physical
education had preferred only

basic physical training until then.

As early as in February 1946, the
decision was made to concentrate
top athletes in basic military service
and athletes/professional soldiers
within one unit. Such a unit was
established in November 1946 in
Prague. In the following year, similar
units were also set up in Tabor, Brno
and Bratislava. A change occurred
after 1948. From October onwards,
the best athletes were concentrated
in the Army PE club, which the then
Minister of the National Defence,
Alexej Cepicka, was most fond of and
three years later became its head.

The results of the XV Olympic
Games in 1952 in Helsinki seemed
to have vindicated the decision

to concentrate the best athletes
of Czechoslovakia into the Army
PE club - because out of seven
Olympic medals, five were won by
the club members. However, such
centralization encountered the
resistance of civilian sports clubs
and that of the general public. An

act from December 1952 therefore
abolished the Army PE club and elite
sports were concentrated in ‘sports
and PE unions of the Central Army
House.” New orders clearly defined
the naming of such military clubs -
UDA Prague for the central military
representation, Homeland Wings for
the Air Force, the Tank Troopers for
tank and mechanized troops. The
Section of Representatives provided
top athletes with the best possible
conditions in its time, both in terms
of social benefits and training, and
covered all sports. New methods

of training thus spread from there
to other sports clubs and the UDA
gradually became a driving force

of Czechoslovak top performance
sports.

Other changes in army sports
followed in early 1957, after the
constitution of the Czechoslovak
Union of Physical Education. The
Ministry of the National Defence
opted for a fundamental change -
they stopped concentrating the best
and promising athletes in only one
centre, as was the previous case

of the Central Army House, and
started setting up military physical
education unions within designated
sections (in Banska Bystrica, Trencin
and Liberec). They bore a single
name Dukla in honour of the Battle
of the Dukla Pass fought in the
autumn of 1944, which was the
most important combat tradition

of the new Czechoslovak People’s
Army. However, in the minds of
common citizens the concept of
Dukla was chiefly associated with
the names of outstanding footballers
such as Josef Masopust, Ladislav
Novak and Rudolf Kucera.

The State Security gradually
became a very powerful support
of the communist regime and
participated in mass lawlessness,
persecution and repression. It
followed the actual opponents of
the regime, but it also produced
them. By constantly creating

an image of the enemy and by
referring to it as an omnipresent
threat, it kept strengthening the
illusion of its own indispensability.
In the atmosphere of the Cold
War, when tension was on the rise
and fear was being spread within
the Czechoslovak society, it would
fabricate political trials and destroy
human lives.

The State Security made traitors
also out of the national team’s
ice-hockey players and did not
allow them to fly to London to
defend their title of the world
champions. Instead, most of
them were arrested on the 13t

of March, 1950, in the U Herclikd
pub in Prague’s PStrossova Street,
where the players were expressing
their outrage. Half the team was
questioned at Bartoloméjska
Street; the conscripts fell

into the hands of military
counterintelligence investigators
and were taken to the so called
Little House at Prague Castle,
where they underwent brutal
interrogations and then spent
several months in custody.

The Secret Police considered
goalkeeper Bohumil Modry a leader
of an ‘anti-State group’. Never
mind that he had already finished
playing ice-hockey and voluntarily
relinquished his position in the

national team. The top Communist
Party leadership sanctified the
persecution of popular ice-hockey
champions and in October 1950,

a secret trial was held. The public
prosecutor argued that they were
nothing but ‘slackers” who had got
into the national team accidentally
and due to lack of vigilance of

the team’s executives. The court
handed down stiff prison terms

in a trumped-up trial. Bohumil
Modry was sentenced to 15 years
of imprisonment, Augustin Bubnik
to 14 years, Stanislav Konopasek
to 12 years ...Altogether 77 years
and eight months in prison for 12
players, including confiscation of
property and loss of civil rights.

The State Security destroyed

one of the strongest ice-hockey
generations which the country ever
had. The regime in the service of
Moscow was well aware of the fact
that the ice-hockey players had
numerous offers to stay abroad
and therefore refused to take a risk
that the world champions might
stay in the West and create an
exiled team.

The attitude towards top
performance athletes was
somewhat ambivalent during the
period of normalization. On the
one hand, their accomplishments
promoted Czechoslovakia (and
would bring over valuable foreign
currency), but on the other hand
there were also concerns about
them being ‘infected’ by the West
and their possible emigration from
the country. If they did emigrate,
the regime tried to erase them
from people’s memory, which was,
however, almost impossible at that
time.

Martina Navratilova, one of the
best players in the history of
tennis, asked in 1975, still at the
age of 18, for political asylum

in the U.S.A. She returned to
Czechoslovakia as a member of
the winning U.S. tennis team

of the Federation Cup (now the
Fed Cup) in July 1986, strongly
supported by the spectators in
the stands. During her nine-

day stay in the country, she was
constantly followed by the State
Security in an operation cover-
named as THE CUP. In 1982, the
State Security started a file on
another outstanding tennis player,
Ivan Lendl, with a cover name
IVAN. He was to be screened due
to associations with antagonistic

persons in Czechoslovak sports and

because of his contacts abroad.
The State Security also criticized
the fact that he would meet the
emigrant Martina Navratilova
and claim that the regime should
rethink its attitude towards her.
After years of disputes with

the communist regime, Lendl

immigrated to the U.S. in 1986.
His file was archived only after the
fall of Communism at the end of
November 1989.

When Milena Duchkova, Olympic
gold medallist in diving, emigrated
in 1980, the communists

declared her dead and even

had a grave built for her in the
Olsany graveyard, which was

then showed in newsreel footage.
It was especially ice-hockey
players, however, who often fled
the country to make their dream
come true in the NHL. Vaclav
Nedomansky and Richard Farda
were one of the first players to do
so, in 1974, followed a few years
later by the §tastny brothers.
Tomas Kapusta left the country

at the end of October 1989 as

the last ice-hockey emigrant. The
1980s also saw the emigration

of a number of national team
swimmers, such as Miroslav Rolko,
Josef Hladky or Marcel Géry. People
at home would never forget their
sports heroes and learnt all the
information about them from Radio
Free Europe, the Voice of America
or from various exile magazines.

In March 1969, certain events took
place in the former Czechoslovak
Socialist Republic which led to the
ultimate removal of the communist
reform programme from 1968.
The catalyst of all that were two
ice-hockey matches, or rather
mismanagement of a situation
which followed after one of them.
Incidents at sixty-nine sites across
the country thus turned into a
clear protest against the Soviet
occupation.

Originally, the 36" World Ice-
Hockey Championship in 1969 was
to be held in Prague. However,

the organizers were afraid of anti-
Soviet protests in the atmosphere
occurring after the occupation of
Czechoslovakia in August 1968, so
the sporting event was moved to
Stockholm in Sweden.

It was therefore especially

the matches in which the
Czechoslovaks were to play the
Soviet team that were eagerly
anticipated. Czechoslovakia and
the USSR met in the tournament
for the first time on Friday on the
21t of March. In an almost home
atmosphere the Czechoslovak ice-
hockey team won 2-0. A week later
another match with the ‘occupying
power’ followed in the two-round
system of the tournament and the
Czechoslovaks beat the USSR after
an exquisite performance 4-3.
Some of the Czechoslovak ice-
hockey players demonstrated
their views on the reality of the
occupation of Czechoslovakia by
taping over the five-pointed star
on the state emblem on their
jerseys and also by not shaking

hands with the defeated players
at the end of the match. They
were rewarded for this with
extraordinary encouragement from
the spectators. The second match
had serious consequences also
for the television commentator
Vladimir Vacha, who encouraged
the viewers to celebrate the
victory and thus allegedly ignited
ensuing events in the streets of
Czechoslovak cities.

The most significant ice-hockey
victory celebrations took place

in Prague’s Wenceslas Square,
where at least 150,000 people
were rejoicing at the sporting
success. The most famous and
certainly also the most serious
incident occurred in March 1969
in front of the local branch of
the Soviet airline Aeroflot. It is
generally believed that it was a
provocation prepared by the State
Security, because it is impossible
to explain otherwise why just

a few hours before the second
match a pile of cobblestones had
suddenly appeared on the site,
and that no officers of the Public
Security were present at a place
where their constant patrols were
commonplace.

A very tense atmosphere
accompanied the preparations

of the 1984 Olympic Games

in Los Angeles; firstly due to
organizational matters as such,
because a group of Californian
businessmen approached the
Games as a private project, and
secondly due to the expected
political pressures from the
Soviet Communists, for whom the
Olympics represented an ideal
opportunity for taking revenge
on the U.S. for boycotting the
previous Moscow Games in 1980.
The U.S. had refused to take part
with regard to the Soviet invasion
of Afghanistan, referring to the
Olympic Charter which does not
allow aggressors in a military
conflict to organize Olympiads.

The tension culminated at the end
of March 1984, with Konstantin
Chernenko’s and Andrei Gromyko’s
accession to the leadership of the
Soviet Communists. A new element
thus came along to the forefront
of criticism - anti-Sovietism and
the safety of Soviet athletes, which
replaced the previous complaints
about excessive commercialization
of the Games, as well as fear of air
pollution and crime.

Events took a quick turn:

April 9 the NOC of the USSR
protests against the abuse of

the Olympic Games in favour of
commercial objectives

April 13 the Czechoslovak Olympic
Committee joins the protest

April 24 an extraordinary

session of the IOC executives, the
Organising Committee and the NOC
of the USSR takes place, at which
the Soviet demands are accepted
May 3 the Politburo of the Central

Committee of the Communist
Party of the USSR discusses Soviet
participation in the Olympic Games
in Los Angeles

May 8 the Olympic Torch reaches
New York and Moscow issues a
statement saying that “participation
of Soviet athletes in the Olympic
Games in Los Angeles is not
advisable’

May 11 a meeting of vassal
communist parties’ representatives
for sports and leading sports
organizations (Lubomir Prochazka
and Antonin Himl for Czechoslovakia)
takes place in Moscow - the
conclusion: ‘the current situation
at the scene of the Games makes
our participation impossible and
therefore not taking part in the
Olympic Games is the only option’
May 11 the participation of
Czechoslovak athletes is discussed
by the Bureau of the Central
Committee of the Czechoslovak
Communist Party — a task for the
Czechoslovak Olympic Committee
(ESOV): “to secure the party’s
decision that no Czechoslovak
athletes will participate in Los
Angeles’

May 12 the CSOV plenum carries
out the task - ‘the Czechoslovak
Olympic Committee in order to
protect the safety of the Olympic
ideals has decided not to send any
athletes to the XXIII Olympiad in
Los Angeles.’

The Peace Race, a cycle stage race
organized since 1948, was one of
the most important annual sporting
events of the communist regime

in Czechoslovakia with a strong
societal impact. It bore its name
since 1950 and took place in the
years 1948-2006, originally on the
route Prague — Warsaw, Warsaw -
Prague respectively. Since 1952,
however, the race was held also on
the territory of the former German
Democratic Republic, i.e. on the
route Prague - Berlin - Warsaw.
The length of the race ranged from
2,000 to about 2,600 km. One of
the most widely discussed years of
the Peace Race was its 39th year,
which took place between the 6%
and 22" of May, 1986. From an
organizational point of view, it was
extraordinary due to its prologue
and the first three stages were
held in the USSR near Kiev. After
moving from Kiev to Warsaw by air,
the route of the race led via Berlin
to Prague.

On Saturday the 26" of April,
1986, at 1.23 a.m., the largest
civil nuclear disaster occurred in
Chernobyl in the Ukraine. In the
former socialist Czechoslovakia,
however, the impact and the
consequences of the accident were
partially concealed and disparaged
in the media on the grounds that
nothing serious had happened
and that the Western media

use the situation for their anti-
Soviet propaganda. The Central
Committee of the Communist
Party of Czechoslovakia therefore
confirmed the participation of
Czechoslovak cyclists in the Peace
Race.

In Kiev, however, certain problems
and peculiarities did occur during
the organization of the race.

After the first stage, for example,
there was no award ceremony.
Accredited journalists could not
make telephone calls and there
were also obvious difficulties with
the telex network.

Top performance sports and the
national teams were in fact one of
the few areas in which according
to the political leadership the
communist Czechoslovakia could
compete with the most developed
countries in the world. Apart
from sports such as athletics,
gymnastics, rowing, shooting and
cycling, there were also various
team sports.

Ice-hockey was a fixed star of
Czechoslovak sport, as the national
team won a total of 14 gold, 27
silver and 23 bronze medals in
the years 1947-1989 at European
and the World Championships,

4 silver and 3 bronze medals at
Olympic Games. Even football also
achieved a number of significant
international successes, both at
the club level, thanks to Dukla
Prague (four-time winners of the
International Soccer League in
1961-1964, semi-finalists of the
European Champion Clubs’ Cup
1967-1968, semi-finalists of the
Cup Winners’ Cup 1986-1987) and
at the national level. The national
football team won a silver medal
at the 1962 World Cup in Chile,
two bronze medals at European
Championships (1960, 1980)

and won the title of European
Champions in 1976. It has also
won the 1980 Olympics and were
second at the 1964 Games.

Even more successful were players
of other ballgames - handball,
basketball and volleyball. The
men’s national handball team won
a silver Olympic medal (1972) and
won the 1967 World Championship
and then two silver (1958, 1961)

and bronze medals (1954, 1964)
at the same sporting event. The
women’s handball team won the
1957 World Championship, finished
second in 1986 and third in 1962.

The basketball teams never won
any Olympic medal, but they were
successful at World and European
Championships. Women won at
World Championships between
the years 1957 and 1986 a total
of 2 silver and 4 bronze medals,
and at European Championships
1950-1989 a total of 7 silver and
8 bronze medals. Men’s national
volleyball team won one silver
(1964) and one bronze Olympic
medal (1968). Furthermore, they
became two-fold World (1956,
1966) and European Champions
(1948, 1958) and in the years
1949-1970 won a total of 4 silver
medals at World Championships
and between 1948 and 1985,

5 silver medals at the European
Championships. The Czechoslovak
women'’s volleyball team won

2 bronze medals at the World
Championships (1952,1960) and
in the years 1949-1987 one gold,
3 silver and 3 bronze medals at
European Championships. The
silver medal of the women's team
in field hockey from the 1980
Olympics is somewhat exceptional.

The first Olympic gold medal

for Czechoslovakia from Winter
Olympic Games was won by ski
jumper Jifi Raska (1941-2012),
who became an Olympic champion
at the 1968 Winter Olympic Games
in Grenoble on the normal hill. In
addition to his Olympic victory, he
also finished second on the large
hill at the same Games. He reached
a number of achievements both

at home and abroad and he has
been the most successful Czech
and Czechoslovak skier of all time
to this day. He was also elected the
Czech skier of the century.

Véra Caslavska (* 1942) is

the most successful Czech and
Czechoslovak athlete of all time;
as early as at the age of 16,

she finished 8" at the World
Championship in gymnastics. Her
first medal was made of silver and
she won it at the 1960 Olympic
Games in Rome as a member of
the Czechoslovak national team.
At the 1964 Games in Tokyo, she
won 3 gold medals. Véra was more
successful still at her third and last
Olympics in Mexico City in 1968,
where she won gold medals in the
all-around, the vault, the uneven
bars and the floor exercise, a silver
medal in the balance beam and

in the team competition. She won
140 medals altogether in various
competitions throughout her career
- 97 golds, 32 silvers and 11
bronzes, she became a European
Champion 11 times and was also

a six-fold World Champion. She
won 6 silver medals at World
Championships and 3 bronzes at
European Championships.

In 1968, she was voted the

best athlete of the world. Véra
Céaslavska was also involved in the
Prague Spring events, as well as in
the affairs in 1968-1969 following
the August occupation. Her attitude
towards the Soviet occupation

of Czechoslovakia earned her
immense popularity worldwide,
but it also foreshadowed various
problems and disputes which

she had with the emerging
‘normalization’ regime. She was
basically forced to quit her career,
withdraw from public life and live
in seclusion. In 1971, she was
excluded from the Czechoslovak
Union of Physical Education. From
1974 onwards, she was allowed to
work as a coach - in 1979-1981
in Mexico, where she was still very
popular. She became a prominent
personality again of both public
and political life of Czechoslovakia
after the Velvet Revolution in 1989.
In 1990-1992, she was President
of the Czechoslovak Olympic
Committee and after the split-up
of Czechoslovakia, in 1993, she
was elected President of the Czech
Olympic Committee. Between
1995 and 2001 Véra Caslavska
was a member of the International
Olympic Committee.

From around the end of the 19th
century onwards, sports gradually
became a social phenomenon
and a means of both actively
and passively spent leisure time.
It is therefore no surprise that
the emerging modern media
eventually started to contain
more and more information from
the world of sports. As early as
at the end of the 19th century,
specialized sports magazines
began to emerge and the back
pages of newspapers include
information dealing with sporting
events.

Radio broadcasts soon followed -
the first sporting event in Europe
that could be heard live on the
radio took place on the 2" of
August, 1924, in Prague. The first
real sports outside broadcast in
Europe was heard in 1926, when
Josef Laufer, who later became a
legendary sports commentator,
commented live on a football
match between Slavia Prague and
Hungaria Budapest. Czechoslovak
Television held the first live sports
broadcast on the 11% of February,
1955, from the Stvanice Stadium
in Prague, where an ice-hockey
match between Prague and the
Swedish team Leksand IF took
place.

Originally, only the first two
periods of the match were
supposed to be broadcast live. But
since the match ignited enormous
public interest and numerous
telephone and telegraphic
requests from the viewers, the
match was eventually aired

until the end of the last period.

In January 1956, Czechoslovak
Television started broadcasting
the Olympic Winter Games from
Cortina d’Ampezzo, Italy. The
first colour sports broadcast in
Czechoslovakia took place on the
14t of February, 1970, from the
World Championships in Nordic
skiing held in the High Tatras. In
May 1973, Czechoslovak Television
launched regular colour TV
broadcasts. The range of sports
news information considerably
increased at that time with the
launch of the second TV channel,
on which considerable part of
sports programmes started to be
broadcast.

A number of significant journalistic
personalities also greatly
contributed to the development of
sports news, such as Vit Holubec,
Milos Zouhar, Karel Malina, Karol
Polak, Robert Bakalar, Vaclav
Svoboda, Jifi Kohn, Lumir Propper,
Milan Macho and many others.
